Requirements: The KOFC is a Catholic fraternal Organization.  You must be a practicing Catholic in the eyes of the 
Church.  There are no requirements after you join except your monthly dues, but we hope each member can contribute at 
least a minimum of 24hrs a year to keep the council healthy. 
 
Meetings: We meet as a group at 7:30pm on the 3rd Wednesday of each month in Knight Hall.  The meetings allow us a 
chance to exchange ideas, discuss upcoming events, and socialize together. The meetings are not mandatory, but are the 
only vehicle to table new issues and have the council vote on those issues.  The meetings generally last an hour or so. 
 
Family Events:  We sponsor two annual dinners, St. Patrick’s Dinner & Columbus Day Dinner, where many families 
attend and enjoy the meal and festivities.   Our Corporate Communion is another family event, where we all attend the 
same mass as a group, and then proceed to share a meal together either at the Church or a local restaurant.  The 
Pancake Breakfast after Sunday Morning Mass is fun, and when we do the Easter Egg Hunt during Lent, the Kids smiles 
say it all!  We also sponsor a Family Bingo Night for our parish and our St. Edward School children and their families.  
Then we have our newly Surfin’Scripture Committee that has fun at the beach h while taking in the upcoming Sunday 
Scriptures. 
 
Parish/Community Support:   We do many things to support our Community, School and Parish.   Blood Drives to 
support our local hospitals, Running the BBQ Booth at the Fiesta, helping Father Sallot fix, repair, or purchase items for 
the church, as well as offering Handy Work for our Parish elderly or widows, helping out at the Catholic Worker House in 
Santa Ana, are just a few of the ways we support our community.
