
SUPPLY LIST FIFTH GRADE 
2010-2011 SCHOOL YEAR 

 
Students are responsible for providing their own supply of #2 pencils and lined paper 
throughout the school year (either wide or college ruled, personal preference), 3 hole 
punched.  No spiral notebooks from which lined paper must be torn out in order to be 
used. 
 
Pencil box or zippered case, which closes securely, small enough to sit on the student’s 
desk, and contain the following student supplies.  Please label container clearly on the 
outside with the student name. 
#2 pencils, sharpened, or mechanical pencils equivalent to #2 regular pencil 
2 pink bevel erasers 
1 small basic calculator – labeled with student’s name 
1 red correcting pencil 
2 highliter pens – not yellow – labeled with student name

1 protractor, labeled with student name 
1 compass with pencil, labeled with student name 
1 scissors, 8 inches, labeled with student name 
2 glue sticks – no scents or colors please 
1 box 24-count colored pencils – label with student name 
1 box 48-count Crayons – label with student name 
1 box 8-count Crayola Markers – label with student name 
1 water color paint set with brush – label outside with student name 
1 folder with an inside pocket on each side – to be used for Friday Folders 
3 (gallon-sized) Zip-Loc bags 
Set of 3 x 5” index cards to be used for making flash cards 
1 handheld pencil sharpener – label with student name 
Oxford color Dictionary – 2nd Edition – ISBN #0-19-8603-762 or Webster’s New World 
Dictionary – ISBN #0-7434-7069-9 
Bible purchased in fourth grade
