 In addition to these considerations, we anticipate that 
this change will provide the opportunity for other practical 
improvements such as more time for: parent/teacher meetings; 
student medical appointments; and travel time to athletic events. 
 We will be offering extended day care for the 
inconvenience that this may cause to working parents and will 
adjust our after school activities to reflect this earlier dismissal 
time. 
 Please be assured that we take this step advisedly and 
intend it to further the best interests of our students.  We look 
forward not just to a successful conclusion of the current year, 
but to a new school year full of promise and cooperation.
